Decorative wood trim is the outstanding feature of a Territorial-style adobe.
The trim adorns portals, doors, window frames and, occasionally, a second-
story balcony. There are traditionally two types of Territorial buildings in the
Southwest. The flat-roofed building of one or two stories with brick coping at
the top of the walls is seen throughout the Southwest. The pitched roof moun-
tain style, perhaps equally as old, developed as a folk-style adaptation in colder
regions where snow accumulations made flat-roofed structures impractical.
Traditionally, the pitch of the roof depends on the proportions of available
materials, especially the length of roofing timbers.
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Many dormer win!ows were ad-

ded to this pitched tin roof in the
early 1930s. Ladders (which are z
locally called “chicken ladders”) ;
are often left attached to the roof
for easy access for repairs. ;
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This typical Territorial-style pitch-
ed roof adobe in Northern New
Mexico features two symmetrical
dormer windows set into the sec-
ond story to provide extra space
and light.

Dormer windows highlight the
second story of the L-shaped ado-
be home of the Martinez family in
Truchas, New Mexico, a classic
mountain-style Territorial home.

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The Casa de la Abuelita (Grand-
mother’s House) at Rancho de
ks Golondrinas. This small
mountain-style home was a typ-
ical structure in Northern New
Mexico in the early 1900s. The
grandmother of the family (and
a grandchild or two) lived near
the main house and tended a
small herb garden. The pitched
roof is constructed of hand-cut
wood, as is the small well
covering.

This large family home in El
Rito, New Mexico, is a striking
example of Territorial-style
architecture. Built in a large
square, it features a second-
story portal the length of the
south side.
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
